        Appendix 1: Referral criteria

	Lothian Community Neuro Rehab Services (LCNRS) & Edinburgh Community Rehab & Support Services (ECRSS)

· Patient must be aged 16 years of age or over.
· Patient has a neurological diagnosis (or neurological symptoms which are under investigation).
· Patient needs specialist neuro rehabilitation to meet their goals.
· Neurological condition is the key issue at time of referral and patient is accepting of their diagnosis.
· Patient’s rehab needs are not better met with a local rehab team.


	Referrals will not be accepted for:
· Stand-alone vestibular assessment and rehabilitation.
· Patients who do not require specialist neuro-rehab intervention to meet their goals (e.g. Parkinson’s disease)
· Patients with primary dystonia.
· Referral is for intervention for dementia or underlying dementia.
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
